Wonder Strings Quartet –  A unique fusion of virtuous string playing and women's energy
 
The irresistibility and wonder of Wonder Strings quartet lies in the interaction and synergy of the artists, primarily violin, viola and cello players, who founded this unique all-women quartet in Belgrade back in 2000. All being distinguished artists with long-term engagements and careers in symphonic and chamber orchestras, four virtuous string players, Aleksandra Sandra Popović (second violin), Mirjana Nešković (first violin), Ivana Uzelac (viola) and Danijela Milutinović (cello), all introduced and interweaved their very personal musical sensibility and women's energy into the Wonder Strings quartet.
Experiencing them on stage, Wonder Strings always treat their audience with new and innovative musical repertoires: in addition to traditional classical works, they perform various musical genres, arranged for string ensembles – from pop-rock music to jazz, world music and classic swing... Together and individually they have cooperated with numerous renewed international and national musical artists. 

As Wonder Strings, they have already toured the region, participated in musical festivals, and also hosted educational concerts and workshops for children, introducing primarily classical music to children of all ages across Serbia.
At this point, Wonder Strings is the only professional string quartet in Serbia performing and working according to the highest professional standards, and performing new compositions of authentic Serbian authors.
During the last couple of years, Wonder Strings quartet members have dedicated a larger part of their work to performing and promoting authentic Serbian authors and composers whose pieces belong to the genre of world music and Serbian ethno music,  that is indeed a specific musical expression relating deeply to the musical affinity of the quartet members. 
Current plans of Wonder Strings quartet are focused on their new studio recordings for their first album; its release will be followed by a promotional international concert tour.
